» Empty the wet and dry waste bins regularly to prevent odor and pests.

» Clean the bins periodically to maintain hygiene.

Items like batteries, fluorescent bulbs, and electronic waste should not 
be mixed with wet or dry waste. Check local guidelines for the proper 
disposal of hazardous waste.
